This font features:

· U+200D before vowels causes a RS to drop down regardless of the base-consonant

· Most second coengs (U+17D2 + base-consonant) are less high than first ones, decreasing line-height and increasing the number of lines that can be placed on a page.

· Below-vowels and a dropped down RS are correctly attached to coengs regardless of their height. This is true also for the coengs of U+17A1 and the coengs of independent vowels.

· U+17D2 + U+178A and U+17D2 + U+178F have a slightly different shape so that they can be recognized by their shape: ‘ណ្ដ’, ‘ណ្ត’.
· U+17CA is higher when no above-vowels follow: ‘ប៊’, ‘ប៊ិ’.
· Khnhom and Phsaom are realized through ligatures: ‘ខ្ញុំ’, ‘ផ្ស៊ាំ’.
· U+17D21789 has two forms depending on whether it is followed by a vowel or not:

· ‘ញ្ញ’

· ‘ញ្ញុ’

· Multiple above-symbols will very rarely overlap.

· Punctuation marks (U+17D4, U+17D5, U+17D6) have a good distance to the previous character:

· Without space: ‘ក។ ក’ = ‘U+1780 U+17D4 U+0020 U+1780’ (this helps in correct line-breaking in most applications)

· With space: ‘ក ។ ក’ = ‘U+1780 U+0020 U+17D4 U+0020 U+1780’

· With zero-width-space: ‘ក​។ ក’ = ‘U+1780 U+200C U+17D4 U+0020 U+1780’​ (Works well in Notepad but not in Word 2003 which cannot handle zero-width-non-joiner)
· A very basic support for the most frequently used phonetic symbols.
